CPR Training (Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation Training) is a structured
program that teaches individuals how to provide immediate life-saving
assistance to a person whose breathing or heartbeat has stopped due to
cardiac arrest, drowning, choking, electric shock, or other emergencies. The
training focuses on practical skills, correct techniques, and quick decision-
making during critical situations.

Through CPR training, participants learn how to perform chest
compressions, give rescue breaths, and use an Automated External Defibrillator
(AED) safely and effectively. It also helps individuals recognize the signs of
cardiac arrest and understand when and how to respond until professional
medical help arrives.

CPR training builds confidence, responsibility, and readiness to act in
emergencies. It plays an important role in reducing death rates, preventing brain
damage, and promoting a culture of safety and care in society. This training is
especially valuable for students, teachers, healthcare workers, security staff,
and the general public.

Saving a Life

After 30 compressions, check the airway
Tilt the head back and lift the chin to open the airway
Look inside the mouth to ensure nothing is blocking it

If you see something obstructing the airway, carefully
remove it if possible

If trained, give 2 rescue breaths after opening the airway

Pinch the nose shut, cover their mouth with yours, and
blow until the chest rises

o Give each breath for about 1 second

If the chest doesn’t rise, reposition the head and try again

Alternate 30 compressions with 2 breaths

Start chest compressions immediately if the person is
unresponsive and not breathing

Place the heel of one hand in the center of the chest, place
the other hand on top, interlocking fingers

Push down 2 inches deep for adults, 1.5 inches for children

Compress at 100-120 compressions per minute (like the
beat of "Stayin’ Alive®)

Let the chest fully rise between compressions, but keep a
steady rhythm

A CPR (Cardiopulmonary
Resuscitation) training programme was
successfully organised at Gurukul
Women's College, Kalibadi Road,
Raipur, under the joint auspices of the
Indian Society of Anaesthesiologists
and SULEH.
